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The  contribution  shows  that  the  image  of  woman  as  a  symbol  of  conjugal  and  filial  fidelity
represented in declaimers’ excerpta offered by Seneca the Elder reflects his traditional point of view
and the embodiment of the female model promoted by Augustus, in contrast to the portrait depicted
in the excerpta of the Ovidian declamation, more open to modern ideals of love between lovers.
